This project has been awarded a Horizon-2025 grant; therefore, its activities have not started yet. Our unit is the leader of WP2 dedicated to the creation of a multicentric clinical dataset for the retrospective evaluation of colorectal liver metastasis. The specific objectives are:
To build a high-quality, multicenter, harmonized retrospective dataset of patients undergoing liver resection or

liver transplantation for colorectal liver metastases (CRLM) from 2016 onward, to enable robust outcome

comparison and support prognostic and translational analyses in subsequent work packages.

● To design and implement a standardized Case Report Form (CRF) suitable for retrospective data entry

for both resection and transplantation procedures.

	Our research group develops translational expertise in organ preservation and organ transplantation, with a particular focus on dynamic preservation by means of machine perfusion to mitigate ischemia-reperfusion injury and improve graft function and utilization. We investigate fundamental mechanisms of graft damage and repair, including ferroptosis biology, and leverage emerging regenerative strategies such as stem cell therapy alongside advanced experimental platforms including cholangiocyte organoids to accelerate therapeutic innovation. Clinically, we integrate these advances into transplant oncology, bridging hepato-pancreatic-biliary oncology, hepato-pancreatic-biliary surgery, and transplant decision-making to expand curative options for patients with complex HPB malignancies.
